Pursuant to Rule 9.3, counsel for either or both parties may waive oral argument and
submit the case upon briefs. The Clerk must be notified in writing of the waiver at least
seven days before the date scheduled for the oral argument.

Court convenes promptly at 9 a.m. Counsel in all cases are expected to be present
when court convenes. Counsel must register with the Chief Deputy Clerk prior to 8:45
a.m. in Room 147 of Tilton Hall, Ohio Northern University
