MOTION TO SUPPRESS

Now Comes the Defendant, Carl A. Collins, PRO SE, and for his Rebuttal to Plaintiff’s Answer to His Motion to
Suppress, hereby states as follows:

1. The Plaintiff states that the Motion to Suppress should be superseded and disregarded due to the
arresting officer’s abilities of discernment being superior to a fixed camera allowed him a better
evaluation of the conditions of the highway. The officer’s dashboard camera clearly shows a vehicle in
the lane next to the Defendant’s which was moving at speed relative to the Defendant’s vehicle which
was at a higher rate that is shown by its rapidly pulling away from the Defendant’s. This would also lead
to the conclusion that if the Defendant had attempted to move into the lane in which the other vehicle
was traveling it prior to being adjacent to the officer’s vehicle it would have been an unsafe attempt.
(Screen shots acquired from the video provided during discovery from the arresting officer's dash-board
camera at attached to support this contention)

2. The Plaintiff also cites the ORC 4511.213 which in paragraph (A) (2) If the driver is not traveling on a
highway of a type described in division (A)(1) of this section, OR if the driver is traveling on a highway of
that type but is not possible to change lanes or if to do so would be unsafe, the driver shall proceed with
due caution, reduce speed of the motor vehicle,, maintain a safe speed for the road, weather, and traffic
conditians. These criteria were met by the Defendant. So there was no just cause for the arresting
officer to pursue, stop and arrest. The officer acted in violation of the expected prohibitions of the
Fourth Amendment of the United States Constitution’s prohibition on search and seizure.

3. The Defendant would also ask the Court to observe thét in the attached screen shots having the date
and time designation of “07/11/2013 01:21@%” as ﬂcrg d%fgnﬂﬁat:ssj Jp}/f.hicle passed both the officer and
the other stopped vehicle, it was as close to the left side lane dividing line as possible without being on it
or over it. It shows that the Defendant not;only reduced speed but attempted to keep as much distance
as possible from the officer’s vehicle and the éther stopped vehicle. -



4. The Defendant therefore, with these additional items and Information asks that this Court grant his
request to SUPPRESS due to the contradiction in the arresting officer’s statements and the visual
evidence from his own dashboard video camera. {The full video is available for the Court’s review.)

LAW & ARGUMENT

IL THE STOP OF THE DEFENDANT WAS JUSTIFIED BECAUSE THE

TROOPER HAD ARTICULABLE SUSPICION UPON WHICH TO STOP

THE DEFENDANT’S MOTOR VEHICLE

Trooper Jackson had reasonable and articulable facts to justify the stop of the
Defendant’s motor v.ehicle. The United States Supreme Court established the standard by
which all investigatory stops are to be measured in Terry v. Ohio, 392 U.S. 1 (1968). The
Court held that police officers performing an investigatory stop must point to specific and
articulable facts in order to justify the stop. In addition, the Ohio Supreme Court has
established that the propriety of an investigatory stop must be viewed in light of the

totality of the circumstances known to the police officers at the time of the stop. State v.

Bobo, 37 Ohio St.3d 177, 178, cert. denied, 488 U.S. 910 (1988).

Additionally, the standard for determining the propriety of the stop of a vehicle

under the Fourth Amendment was set forth in Delaware v. Prouse, (1979), 440 U.S. 648,

99 S.Ct. 1391. Prouse asserts that there must be a reasonable suspicion that a criminal

occurrence of such an offense or violation is generally sufficient to justify a stop. 11 Ohio

St.3d 59 (1984), State v. Goins, 1996 WL 275084, No. 95CA2106 (4™ Dist. Ct. App.,

Ross 5-24-96).

Here, Trooper Jackson personally observed Defendant operating his vehicle.
Trooper Jackson observed Defendant fail to approach a safety vehicle with caution and
tail to use his turn signal. While there is a stationary dash camera in the Trooper’s car it is

just that. It cannot change focus or field of sight. Trooper Jackson can turn his head,



change focus and observe things that the dash camera cannot, The traffic stop was based
on the Trooper’s observations of these traffic violations; he did have reasonable and
articulable facts to justify the stop of Defendant’s motor vehicle. Therefore, the
Defendant’s motion to suppress on the grounds of lack of probable cause should be

denied.



CONCLUSION

For all the reasons stated above, the City respectfully requests this Honorable

Court to not suppress all of the legally obtained evidence and deny the Defendant’s

Motion to Suppress.
